Hor Hahar, where Aharon is buried, is located in present-day southwest Jordan in the Petra area.

Petra is an ancient ruined city of Edom .

There are a number of places in Petra that require a hit of effort to reach, but the effort is well worth
the spectacular views that await. As well as the following climbs, you can make the longer hikes 10
Umm al-Biyara—which may be the biblical precipice of Sela (2 Kings 14:7; isaiah 16: 1) ,or the
six-hour hike to the top of Mt. Hor and Aharon’s Tomb (in Arahic, Jabal Haroun). For these
climbs either a detailed guidebook with maps or an actual guide is recommended.

As always, bring plenty of water.

The area’s principle water source, Ain Mousa (Spring of Moses), is thought by some to be the
place where the Prophet Musa {(Moses) struck a rock with his staff 1o extract water (Numbers 20:
10-13). Aharon, brother of Moses and Miriam, died in the Petra area and was buried atop Mount

Hor, now known as Jabal Haroun (Mount Aaron).

The Mountain of Aaron (Jabal Haroun) is the highest peak in the area. At the top you will find the

tomb of Aharon. The route to the top and back will take 4-8 hours depending on your route.

A tdth century mosque stands here with its white dome visible from most areas in and around Petra.
